READ: Matthew 28:16-20; Mark 3:13-19 

 

THINK: Reflect on Isaiah’s encounter with God, the Holy 
One, and then ask yourself these questions: Why do you 
suppose God waited until King Uzziah died to call Isaiah 
into his difficult prophetic ministry? How do you explain 
Isaiah’s confession of sin and guilt as he sees God high 
and lifted up? What about God’s forgiveness encourages 
you? What about God’s forgiveness frightens you? What 
makes Isaiah’s call unique? What aspects of his call have 
universal application? How did God’s holiness sustain 
Isaiah through his difficult ministry? 

 

DO: In your own words write out an explanation of what 
God’s holiness is and how it impacts your life. Share with 
one other person what God has called you to do and 
become as a result of His holiness.
