What response should this “WOE”
elicit from the earth-dwellers? Why? Why do you suppose this “WOE” fails to bring
the majority to repentance as intended?

DO: Make note of any violations of the 10 Commandments you see in the text
today. ldentify current cultural trends that reflect the attitudes and actions of earth-
dwellers during the Tribulation. What do you have in common with the people
mentioned in v20-21? What will you do about this today?
