o God is eternal.

READ: Revelation 15:1-8  
THINK: As we approach the unveiling of God’s final judgment during the Great 
Tribulation, ask yourself the following questions: If you could have a bowl full of 

anything right now, what would you want? Cereal? Salad? Soup? Ice Cream? 
Something else? Why? How does John describe this new sign? Why does he say 
these are the last plagues? Compare Moses’s Song of deliverance from Egypt 
(Exodus 15:1-18) with the song of the Lamb sung by those delivered from the beast. 
What similarities do you find between them? What differences? What praise is given 
to God and by whom? How does the angels’ attire contrast with what they are given 
to do? How do you respond to 15:1-8? Why? What does it make you want to do?        
DO: List some great and mighty deeds God has done in your life, praise Him today 
and then share the list with someone.
